Criteria for Entry:

Once a child meets the criteria for entry, he/she will be served for the following year.  Criteria for entry (see Chart A) will be evaluated annually at November conference time for Kindergarten students and during March report card time for grades 1, 2 and 3 for May placement for the next school year. Students are tested with the COGAT in the spring of grades 3 and 5 and those scores are used for placements in grades 4, 5, and 6. (For those students who do not continue to meet the criteria for entry and have been previously served, a conference will be held with the parents.  The parents, or other adult advocate, will be able to access the appeal process.)

Step 1:  Ability Testing:  Students will be eligible based on the indicators to be placed in the Gifted and

The Process:

A Student would be recommended for placement in one of our Gifted and Talented classes after being identified through the COGAT, given in spring of grade 5 and grade 7.

Parents will be notified that their student is being given the COGAT and that it is a tool used for identifying students for the Gifted and Talented Program.  Families who have students scoring 95% or above on verbal or quantitative scores will receive notification that their student has been recommended for placement in either/both in-depth humanities and advanced math.

Step 1:  COGAT of 95% or higher on verbal places into In-depth Humanities


 COGAT of 95% or higher on quantitative places into Advanced Math

(Students with special circumstances may be eligible to re-take the COGAT during the appeal process.)  

Step 2:  If parent, teacher, or student feels a student would be appropriately placed in a Gifted and Talented class, 

but is lacking the 95% above COGAT score, they may request a review, in writing from the principal, of the following indicators in considering placement:

· 95% non-verbal COGAT score

· A strong teacher recommendation

· Graded writing sample (Humanities only)

· “A” grade in class the previous year

· Parent recommendation

Appeal Process:  If parent, student or teacher requests a re-take of the COGAT, the Otis-Lennon Test of School 

Abilities will be given as an alternate measure. A score of 95% or above on the Otis Lennon could 

substitute for a COGAT score in Step 1.  If a parent, teacher, or student feels a student would be appropriately placed in a Gifted and Talented class, but is lacking criteria for entry, they may address a request for review, in writing to the principal.

Step 3:  Notification

Program Notes:

· McMurray’s classes will be formed by clustering all academically gifted students identified through our placement criteria listed above.  When necessary and appropriate, we will select teacher-identified students to complete the classroom roster.  Teacher-identified students are nominated by their teachers as having the skill readiness and motivation to participate in the curriculum.

· Families may choose to decline placement.  They can also ask for a review if they feel their student was not placed appropriately.

· New students to our district would be invited to take the COGAT at the time of enrollment if they do not have current COGAT scores on file.  Each year (grades 6, 7 & 8) placement will be made based on these criteria.  If there is a drop in COGAT score between grades 5 and 7, the higher score will be considered in placement.

· Students must maintain a “B” average at semester in order to maintain eligibility in the Gifted and Talented class (es).  If achievement is not demonstrated, a conference will be held prior to the student being removed from class(es).
